I    Philosophy, II.  Purpose of the College Council and 
III. Organization of College Council and report back  at the 
next meeting (May 4) with and changes/updates. 
 
Presented and reviewed the hiring justification for A&R 
Program Services Coordinator.  Informed members that the 
Budget & Planning meeting on April 19, the Budget & 
Planning Committee approved to move forward in the 
hiring process to fill the A&R Program Services 
Coordinator and recommending to College Council that 
they move forward in filling this position. 
A motion was made and seconded to move forward in the 
hiring process to fill the A&R Program Services 
Coordinator.  All in attendance agreed. 
 
Informed College Council members that with new 
information received on recent faculty retirements it is 
possible that the College may be able to fund two more full-
time faculty hiring requests.  Currently full-time faculty 
hiring proposals are done once a year.  The next two full-
time faculty hiring requests on the Administrative Council 
recommendation list are Chemistry and English/Reading.  
In honoring the hiring process the College has used and at 
the same time proceed in a timely fashion in putting full-
time faculty in the classroom, the Budget and Planning 
Committee have approved to move forward with these two 
hiring requests and are recommending to College Council 
that they do the same.   
Discussion ensued regarding: 

• the faculty hiring process 
• different needs for Fall and Spring semesters 
• way in the process to look at critical positions    

Vice President of Instruction McBride reviewed the 
College’s current faculty hiring process and handed out the 
Administrative Council’s recommendation list for faculty 
hires from the last faculty hiring process conducted in Fall 
2005. 
The Academic Senate is reviewing the current process 
being used for faculty hiring requests and hopes to have this 
done by Fall 2006. 
A motion was made to move ahead using the existing 
Administrative Council’s recommendation list and move 
forward in fill the Chemistry and English/Reading full-time 
faculty positions.
