Region 3 CIAC meeting (CA Intersegmental Articulation Council)

e UC Davis is conducting a complete re-evaluation of their articulation agreements because some
agreements are many years old.

e UCOP staff is finishing up their review of courses submitted for IGETC General Education; it may be
another 3-4 weeks before we see the results of the review.

e UC faculty are standing firm on accepting online labs. Their policy is that if the Course Outline doesn’t
change, but the modality does, it is no problem.

e SFSU Articulation Rep. announced that they are accepting lower-division transfers (less than 60
transfer units); students need to have their English Composition and Transfer Math completed; also
completion of high school A-G requirements and a 2.5 HS GPA.

e SFSU will not be 100% on campus in the Fall — lab classes, Senior Capstone projects, etc. will be
prioritized for on-campus.

e Impacted majors at SFSU: Accounting concentration under Bus Admin; Nursing; Psychology; Social
Work; Exercise & Movement concentration under Kinesiology.

e A Statewide faculty group “Ethnic Studies discipline Input Group” is meeting to develop an Ethnic
Studies Associate Degree for Transfer. One does not now exist — closest ADT is Social Justice Studies.
