Work Definitions

Hazard Reduction: Weedwack grasses; remove brush with a caliper of 2” or less below 6' to eliminate fire ladder; prune tree limb up to 6' to eliminate fire ladder. Remove miscellaneous garbage. Extent
of hazard reduction is within 70" of tree line, roadways or parking lots as define in the Comments section of TT-1.

Maintenance Pruning: General pruning/thinning to promote health and good form. Cuts to live branches larger than 4" to be reviewed with Owner prior to pruning.

Vista Pruning: Pruning specifically to enhance vistas as identified in "Comments". Cuts to live branches larger than 4" to be reviewed with Owner prior to pruning.

Removal: Complete removal of the tree, not including stump grinding; complete removal of other noted species (e.g., poison oak, other brush).

Other: As noted in "Comments".

Waste Management - Contractor shall chip all pruned limbs on site and place the wood chips as mulch in the area east of Parking Lot 7, Area 412 (west of Building 16), Area 416 (West of Building 21),
and Area 418 (northeast of Building 22). Pruned Eucalyptus wood chips may only be spread in Areas 424 through 429. Poison oak must be removed from the campus site entirely and disposed of legally
and properly.
