Copies of prevailing rates of
per diem wages are available from the Department of Industrial Relations, State of California.

Labor Compliance Program: SMCCCD projects may be required to conform to a Labor Compliance
Program in accordance with the requirements of the Department of Industrial Relations, State of California.
